* Village of Shirakawa-go
Japan’s UNESCO World Heritage
Sites. This village is well known for
their houses constructed in the
architectural style known as gassho
-zukuri. The Gassho-zukuri, "prayer
-hands construction” style is char-
acterized by a thatched and steeply
slanting roof resembling two hands
joined in prayer.

* Tenshukaku Observation

this point.

* Wada Family Residence
Built in the mid to late Edo Period,
this well-preserved house is the
largest remaining Gassho style
house in Shirakawa-go and is now
open to the public as a museum.

* Takayama Jinya A beautiful
traditional Japanese style building,

used to serve as Takayama's gov-

ernment office during Edo period.

* San-machi  Suji the center of
the old town and is still a living part
of the city.
